Organizer, within 24 hours. This statement must mention the accident circumstances, the names
and addresses of the casualties, as well as contact details of the witnesses.

o Competitors are reminded that only damage caused by the organizers and named drivers are
covered by the Organization’s insurance policy. Loss or injury that may be suffered by the drivers
themselves or participating vehicles is EXCLUDED.

o Irrespective of this Third Party insurance, entrants and drivers are free to take out the policies
they deem fit on their own account and at their own discretion.

e Service vehicles, including those displaying the plates supplied by the Organization, shall under
no circumstances be deemed participating vehicles. They are therefore not covered by the
Organization’s insurance policy and responsibility for them lies solely with their owners.

e The insurance cover will come into effect from the administrative checking and scrutineering for
the Event and end upon the expiry of one of the following time limits, whichever is the later:

- time limit for protests or appeals or the end of any hearing by the Stewards;
- end of the administrative checking and postevent scrutineering;
- end of the prize-giving.

The Organization refuses all responsibility stemming from the consequences of infractions of the law,
regulations and decrees of Hungary, committed by Competitors or their service crew, which must be
exclusively borne by them.

All type of fuel must follow Appendix J Art. 252.9. (Art. 57 of the FIA CCRSR).

The use of the fuel quick couplings (Staubli SPT12 type) is mandatory for T3 and T4 group vehicles,
according to the art. 57.2.1 of the 2022 CCR SR.

The competitors should check-in to this time
control according the individual schedule.

According Art. 25.3.4 of the FIA CCRSR, the use of mud flaps in compliance with the Art 283-19 is
compulsory.

Art. 10.3 Drivers’ safety equipment

All items of clothing including helmets and FHR (Front Head Restraint) intended to be used, e.g. HANS
devices, must be presented for scrutineering. They shall be checked for compliance with Appendix L,
Chapter Ill. In compliance with Art.48.1.and Appendix Ill of 2022 FIA CCRSR the medical kit and survival
kit (the medical kit must come from the FIA technical list No. 83.) are mandatory.

Art. 10.4 Special national requirements

According the hungarian traffic rules, using headlight is compulsory on the road sections and in selective
sections too.

Art. 10.5 Installation of the Safety Tracking System
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Art. 10.5.1 Tracking System

All vehicles must only be fitted with the Safety Tracking System(s) provided by the Organiser. The
instruction for the use of the Tracking System is in the Appendix 5 of these Supplementary Regulations.
The system will be collected either by the crew or a representative and must be installed before the car is
brought to scrutineering.All the damage caused for the rally safety tracking equipment will be invoiced
afterwards.

Art. 10.5.2 Navigation System (NAV-GPS)

Competitors are obliged to be equipped with one or two Navigation System(s) (NAV-GPS) downloaded
with

the waypoints given by the Organiser. When a crew uses two NAV-GPS, it must indicate in writing, at
scrutineering, which of the two will be considered as the official one.

Art. 10.5.3 Connection of the Systems (FIA CCRSR Art. 12.3)

The specifications for the standard power connector are laid down in the FIA CCRSR Appendix VI.

It is the competitor’s responsibility to ensure that the Safety Tracking System(s) and the NAV-GPS always
remain permanently connected and switched on with the antenna connected throughout the duration of
the competition.

Art. 11.9 Electronic start procedure at the start of a Selective Section

The start of the selective section is happening based on an electric clock and lamp, connected to a false
start alert system.

When the car arrives at the start line, the front of the car should be positioned behind a stick placed by
the marshal to define the exact start position. One minute before the start time, but not before the car has
stopped in its exact position, the marshal shall remove the stick and the crew shall refer to the automatic
countdown clock. Any subsequent change of the car’s position until its start time is not permitted and will
be reported to the Stewards.

Helmets (Appendix L, Chapter Il, Art. 1)
All crews must wear crash helmets homologated to one of the following FIA standards listed in Appendix
L.

Frontal Head Restraint (FHR, Appendix L, Chapter llI, Art. 3)

All crews must use FIA approved FHR systems homologated to FIA standard 8858.
Approved FHRs, anchorages and tethers are listed in Technical List N° 29.

See also helmet compatibility chart in Appendix L, Chapter IIl, Art. 3.3.

Flame-resistant clothing (Appendix L, Chapter lll, Art. 2)

All drivers and co-drivers must wear overalls as well as gloves (optional for co-drivers), long underwear, a
balaclava, socks and shoes homologated to the FIA 8856-2000 standard (Technical List N°27) or 8856-
2018 (Technical List N° 74). Please pay special attention to the prescriptions of Art. 2 concerning
embroidery and printing on flame-resistant clothing (manufacturer certificates etc.) as_ well as
concerning the correct wearing of the clothing elements! See also FIA Cross-Country Rally
Sporting Regulations Article 48.1.

(Technical List n°83) must be placed inside the cockpit. The minimum weight must comply with Technical
List n°83.

1. POWER CORD

« Connect the red wire to the positive end of
the battery 12V(+), and the grey wire to the
negative end (GRD).

(non metallic when mounting it to a metallic surface) and pull-up (when attached to soft or plastic
parts).

5. RFANTENNA

The radio-frequency antenna must be
installed vertically to the roll cage bars (cars
and UTV) and the forks (motorcycles and
ATV). It is mandatory to use separators
